DEAR MR. ACTING CHAIR
In connection with the intention of the company to be registered as an EETS Provider in the National Register of EETS Providers under Art. 10h of the Roads Act (RA), I present to your attention the following documents certifying the compliance of the company with the requirements regulated by Art. 10h, para 3 of the RA, in connection with Art. 22 of the Ordinance on the terms and conditions, procedure and rules for construction and operation of a mixed charging system for different categories of road vehicles on the basis of time and distance travelled (the Ordinance):
1. A copy of certificate according to BDS EN ISO 9001 or its equivalent;
2. Reference-declaration for available technical equipment and EC declaration or certificate attesting the conformity of the interoperability constituents as referred to in item 1 of Annex IV of Commission Decision 2009/750 / EC of 6 October 2009 establishing the European electronic toll collection service and its technical elements (OJ L 268/11 of 13 October 2009);
3. A reference-declaration on the education, professional qualification and experience of the staff to be employed in the provision of electronic toll collection services for distance travelled;
4. Documents proving the necessary financial stability:
4.1. annual financial report for the previous two years, prepared in accordance with the requirements of the Accounting Act, from the data of which the total liquidity ratio for each of the last two completed financial years of the company can be calculated, and this ratio must be equal to or greater than one;
4.2. A document certifying the absence of public obligations established by an act of a competent authority under the law of the country in which the applicant or participant is established, unless rescheduling, deferral or security of obligations is allowed or if the obligation is under an act not entered into force (art. 25, para 3 of the Ordinance, RIA requires the information through official channels by the order of art. 87, para 11 of the Tax and Social Insurance Procedure Code);
4.3. A document certifying the absence of pending enforcement cases (State bailiffs and Private bailiffs);
4.4. A document certifying the absence of a registered proceeding to the execution of a special pledge under the Special Pledges Act;
4.5. When due to the date of establishment, the person does not have the document specified in item 4.1, he / she must present a business plan, which must indicate the planned cash flows and financing, in order to carry out the activity for a period of not less than one year.
5. Risk management plan;
6. Documents proving the requirement for good reputation:
6.1. a declaration signed by the representative of the legal entity, proving that the company has not been declared bankrupt or is not in open insolvency proceedings, is not in open stabilization proceedings or is not in liquidation proceedings;
6.2. a declaration signed by the representative of the legal entity proving that the company has not been deleted from the National Electronic Register of EETS Providers or from an equivalent register in another Member State;
6.3. separate declarations proving that the persons - members of the management and control bodies of the trader concerned have not been convicted of an intentional crime of a general nature or deprived of the right to engage in commercial activity signed by each of the persons to whom the relevant circumstances apply;
6.4. separate declarations proving that the persons - members of the management and control bodies of the respective trader were not a manager and / or a member of the management or control body of a company declared bankrupt or of a company - service provider, which was deleted from the register, signed by each of the persons to whom the relevant circumstances apply.
